	Yes we have held a briefing session with the International Emergencies and Conflict Team, so all Human Security Advisors are familiar with and  trained in the PoP and are tasked to raise them with Country Programme Focal Points. They will be reporting back by mid June.

We also discussed PoP with other UK based ingos working in humanitarian response during a one day meeting in November 2007.

	Our Bangladesh programme reported that immediately after Cyclone Sidr hit they called UNDP to ask if they could work with them on initial response and early recovery aspects. The response from UNDP was that they had a short list of pre-agreed partners (some dozen or so) and they would only work with them and not open up to anyone else. It was only after several days and a number of phone calls that ActionAid was then invited to a coordination meeting

	
	2 UNICEF staff interviewed by AAI in Bangladesh in February 2008 working in education and nutrition clusters were not aware of the 5 PoP, although they knew vaguely of their existence.
In relation to DRC our emergency programme manager wrote in March:

We have raised same issues regarding CERF funding in DRC.

1- NGO’s do not have much access or knowledge on CERF fund in DRC

2- I never hard any discussion in OCHA or any other NGO forum meetings regarding CERF fund.
